Are
there methods already in use that need improvement or replacement? Why? Try to consolidate similar
method needs together.

[Method Needs: (a) Toxic arsenic, (b) unification of spectrometric methods (AAS/ICP), (c) speciation of
arsenic, (d) speciation of mercury, (e) speciation of selenium, (f) speciation of cadmium, (g) iodine, (h) total
mercury. Also mentioned was the need for certified reference materials related to food with certified levels of
antimony, tin, and thallium.]

6. Take a verbal vote of the number of persons interested in pursuing each of the methods
(You will not finalize your decision on method need priorities until you have contacted all the stakeholders
who are not present at the meeting. You need to include their input in your decisions.)
